Barcelona Photobloggers presents elements at Maremagnum, an exhibition of 1584 images from 279 photographers organized entirely via the Internet and produced with a dedicated software.
Barcelona Photobloggers started a new adventure in the summer called elements. They asked photography lovers from around the world to take part in this online organized exhibition which can be visited from September 9 to October 31 at the Maremagnum shopping center in Barcelona.
Photographers from around the world were invited to show their vision and interpretation of the five elements of ancient China (water, wood, fire, earth and metal). The result is an exhibition of 1584 photographs from 279 photographers placed in different areas of Maremagnum. 

The design of the space, and the distribution and printing of photographs has been done with a software application specifically developed for the exhibition whose aim has been to create a rainbow placing each image on the appropriate column in a reinterpretation of Wu Xing (5 elements) as the transformation of light and color.
The exhibition has been organized by the Barcelona Photobloggers photography collective together with Maremagnum, who once again supports young and contemporary art initiatives.

 collective was born in February 2006 with the intention of being a meeting place open to all fans of photography from the Barcelona area having a photoblog. A photoblog is a website whose main content are photographs presented in a diary or blog format. In a photoblog, unlike traditional blogs, where text is the most important thing, the emphasis is on the images.
